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Program:    Kristin Johnson is the Events Coordinator of the Ulman Cancer Fund for Young Adults which puts on such fundraisers as the Blue Jeans Ball, the Golf Classic and next week’s Screw Cancer/BrewHope beer and wine tasting at Looney’s Pub in Maple Lawn.  Brock Yetso, Executive Director, was also present.  “Cancer changes lives; so do we!” is one of their mottos.  Started by Doug Ulman (yes, Ken’s brother) 10 years ago as he battled cancer as a young adult and found little to no support system for his age group.  Yet cancer strikes 70,000 young adults each year, 10 times the rate for children under the age of 15!  Cancer is the #1 killer of that age group (15-39), while suicide is #2!  UCF has 9 FT staffers now and a $1 million annual budget!  They provide patient navigators to assist with the emotional trauma of cancer, as well as advice on insurance, financial and legal issues as well.  UCF also awards college scholarships – over $250,000 in the past 10 years – to those battling the disease who still want to continue with their education.  Brock used to be a member of the Clarksville Rotary club.  Related a story about Steve Sirota, who organized a cross-country bike trip entirely thru Rotary connections.
