“Through regular Civic Commons
meetings, we've been bridging the gap between citizens, decision makers and lead-
ing thinkers. A wide range of individuals has been able to discuss issues which af-
fect Peterborough, such as anti-social behaviour in Century Square, housing, and the
future of public services.”

Sustainable Citizenship

Jamie and Rachel, who look after the Sustainable Citizenship project together
with the Peterborough Environment City Trust (PECT), explain that, “We started with
an ‘innovation workshop' where environmentalists learned about what kinds of things
influence behaviour. As a result of this, we're supporting three community projects: a

community garden attached to the Honeyhill Children’s Centre in Paston; an effort to

map unused land around the city; and Glinton & Peakirk Green Group, who are looking

“We've made a mark on the
recovery landscape in the last year, especially through the government’s recent Drug
Strategy. Following lots of in-depth field research in Peterborough, we're aiming to get
a shared understanding of what recovery is, to develop innovative approaches to peer
led support, and to really get the concept of Recovery Capital out there.”
