The Physicians Committee for Responsible Medicine is once again doing its annual airport food review, and you were listed as our contact person for Nature’s’ Table.  On behalf of PCRM, I would like to inquire into the current availability of vegetarian entrées at Nature’s Table located at ATL. Just like last year, I would also like to know if your vegetarian entrée options can be made vegan (for example, by ordering a dish without cheese). These were the vegetarian entrees that we had listed from last year: Lentil Salad, Hummus, Taboule, Greek Salad, Fruit, Pesto Pasta, Spinach Pasta, Three Bean Salad, Cous Cous, Dill Cucumber, Garden Salad, Caesar Salad, Vegetarian Wrap made on a spinach tortilla, Vegetarian Chili, and Hearty Vegetable Soup - any that have cheese can be ordered without.  Pleas let me know if any of these entrees are no longer offered, or—similarly—if you have any new vegetarian entrees, feel free to share those as well.    I appreciate your assistance in this matter very much.  After detailed dietary information is gathered on many similar airports over the summer, the 9th annual airport food review will be published by PCRM in early fall 2009.
