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Application to Volunteer Abroad with EBB

Thank you for your interest in joining the Education Beyond Borders volunteer teams for this year. Education Beyond Borders is devoted to closing the education divide through teacher professional development and community education. Our organization focuses on the building of teacher leaders within locally defined cluster or district areas by providing a space and venue for teachers to learn from and with each other. We visit countries as teachers, as colleagues, and as learners; our role is to facilitate, listen, and reflect. 

Please note that, if selected, some information of a general nature and related to academic background and professional experience, may be sent to the host/partner organization overseas, if required. Information of a more personal nature and access to it will be restricted to the selection committee, your team or provincial coordinator, and to the staff of Education Beyond Borders (EBB). 

Please read the following before applying:

1. All applicants must:

· hold a valid teaching certificate
· have at least five years teaching experience (exceptions may be made for certain experience)
· be in very good health (will need to have up-to-date immunizations for travel)

· show evidence of flexibility, mature judgment, and a strong willingness to put the team and project needs above personal needs 

· hold a passport valid until at least six months past the end date of the project, at the time of application (proof that a passport application has been made will be accepted) 

2. For efficiency, the applicant will arrange most travel to the host country with help from EBB if needed. Applicants should be prepared to cover the costs of the travel to host country (flights, visa, insurance, and immunizations) personally or through fund raising efforts. Team members may use reward points for flights but this will mean that they will need to make arrangements by an earlier deadline and every effort will need to be made to match the travel arrangements of the team. Team members will be able to extend their visit to the host country in order to take part in excursions before or after the workshop time. This would be at their own expense and liability. 
3. Participants must accept that a project may be cancelled at the last minute due to unforeseen circumstances.  In the event of cancellation, EBB cannot guarantee placement on another team.
4. It is most often necessary to share accommodations with one or more EBB participants. Accommodations, transport, and facilities will be very basic depending on the location and assignment.
5. Though rare, participants who are able and licensed may be asked to drive a motorized vehicle during their stay abroad.  For the most part, the project and partner leaders will arrange the necessary transportation.

6. Most EBB assignments range from 2-5 weeks long. Typically, dates are not finalized until March each year. It is important to note that some projects do span most of July and/or August and that dates are always subject to change, therefore, applicants must be flexible.
7. The commitment to EBB’s mission is great both in and out of the classroom and it is expected that team members continue to enhance global awareness in their schools when they return.
