The KAIROS Peace and Love Club (KPLC),
targeted at young adults in institutions of higher
learning: polytechnics, colleges of education,
and universities; is the third level of the four
school-based peace clubs through which AFPLI
is promoting its 20-Year Long Tomorrow Youth
Peace and Nation Building Initiatives in Nigeria.

The other school-based peace clubs are the
African Children of Peace Club (ACPC),
targeted at children ages 5-12, attending
nursery, kindergarten, primary schools; the
Youth Peace Alliance Club (Y-PAC), targeted at
teenagers ages 13-19, in junior and senior
secondary schools. The fourth is the New Peace
Legacy Club targeted at the fresh graduates
doing their one year national service through the
National Youth Service Commission, (NYSC).

The firstever campus KAIROS Club was
founded at Federal University of Technology,
Akure, on December 6, 2003. Olatunji Oyeyemi,
now AFPLI Director of Programs and Training,
was the first president FUTA KAIROS. On
August 30, 2004, FUTA KAIROS inaugurated
the steering committee for the Small Scale
Youth Economic Empowerment Program.
