Do Youth Inspired by Muhammad Yunus Know Everything About Ending Poverty?

To start with youth have the best foundations to build with wherever village poverty is caused by zero infrastructure- no electricity, no telecommunications and digital networks, no running water and sanitation. Designing credit and saving circles around 60 poorest village mothers

If the goal of economics is to increase the wealth and health created by every human being's life, then it is logical to suppose that the system dynamic which it took Grameen Bank 7 years  (1976-1983) to be designed around merits being celebrated as the birth of the safest banking system ever. And if the will of village mothers is to communally invest their livelihoods' impacts in their next generation, this could turn out to be the foundation to the greatest job creating system any peoples have ever enjoyed. 
However as entrepreneurial revolutionaries and facilitators of sustainable innovation experience: until or unless leaders of all the world's biggest systems value win-win collaboration as much zero-sum competition, there are always culturally time-sensitive conflicts to resolve between opportunity and threat. Most of all in banking sectors- and with currency systems - whose sustainability depends wholly on trust. Note how the roots of what futures are socially possible are due to these Yins and Yangs of economics and media.

Ultimately the  transparency question of Big Brother  Collapsing Systems versus Little Sister Sustainability Systems is determined by: Are humanity's futures being ruled by less than 1% of people or by and for more than 99% of peoples?
It seems reasonable to conclude that if youth around our borderless planet are to celebrate creating jobs with Yunus- economics needs to be relentlessly transformed back to hi-trust value exchange designs. The purpose of every life-critical marketing sector needs to be rediscovered if it is to be ethically free. 
Economically, it turns out that Bangladesh's Yunus and alumni of Scotland's Adam Smith morality scripts have much in common. Socially Muslim  Muhammad Yunus has much in common with Hindhi Mahatma Gandhi.

	If the goal of economics is to increase the wealth and health created by every human being's life, then it is logical to suppose that the system dynamic which Grameen Bank was designed around between 1976-1983 could be the safest banking system ever. And if mothers communally invested their livelihoods impacts in the next generation this could found the greatest job creating system any peoples have ever enjoyed

However before we select more Yunus inspired Job Creating Solutions, its worth choosing local contexts to learn from the human journey we call history. Note how Bangladesh had twice drawn the shortest straw of independence- Britain's exit from the Indian subcontinent had left India and one nation and the 2 Pakistans as another. It took East Pakistan 25 more years of conflict and ultimately war of independence to  free the new nation of Bangladesh. But the cost was that of being the poorest 100 million person nation on earth where village mothers were treated as an underclass ruled by dowries and other local customs. This had reduced these women to having zero value as far as macroeconomists of GDP numbers analysed the world
	Understanding how Dr Yunus whole truth moment came to him 68 years after Gandhi's. 

In 1974 Professor Dr Yunus was teaching elegant theories of economics at Chittagong University when Bangladesh was hit by a famine that killed a million people. It occured to him that the professional rules he was teaching were the problem- exactly mirroring how it occurred to Gandhi that the Bar of London laws of colonists he was applying in south africa were destroying the livelihoods of the coloreds he represented as well as back home destroying 99% of his people's livelihoods

So instead of teaching his students any more of the economic theory he had learnt from Van der Bilt whose professors in 1965 America's South were only just emerging from a culture of segregation, Yunus took his Chittagong students out to the villages to see how to practice value exchange microeconomics to end famine

Note this Ying and Yang of economics and media- especially relevant as millennium goal mapmakers since 1984 have need e to value the net generation as responsible for navigating the greatest communications revolution our species has ever encountered


Reconsider Bangladesh
Remember when you translate a Yunus solution to a community near you, the first thing to do is to make an exponential futures risk profile of the type of economics and media being spun. Ending poverty means transforming value chains in ways that can need to be culturally very local.  In the pre-digital world: Yunus designed the most local end-poverty dynamic of all : circles of 60 village women who started with no income in the poorest villages of the world of the 4th quarter of the 20th c . Then in 1996 Yunus helped Bangladesh  to be the first place where poorest village mothers experimented with the freedom of mobile connectivity. Twenty Years into that experiment everyone of goodwill needs to examine what Bangladesh has learnt about digital race to end poverty, and which of these learnings can be translated to youth  jobs-poor communities near you be they in developing nations or nations which have lost their growth due to too big to exist banks and media that has become too expensive to free millennials to openly learn.
