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Try This ÔWonder Full 
ScienceÕ Fall Experiment:  
Leaf Skeletons 
 
Why not use all of the colorful fall 
leaves on the ground for unique 
crafts? Leaf skeletons support the 
cells that make the leafÕs food, 
chloroplasts. The veins suck up 
water from the treeÕs roots and send 
them to the chloroplasts, then take 
sugar back to the roots. You can 
remove the chloroplasts to see the 
vein structure. You can put them 
between two pieces of clear contact 
paper and make bookmarks, or apply 
them to homemade greeting cards. 
HereÕs how to do it: 
 
Leaf Skeletons 
 
Supplies:  
¥ Leaves in good condition (the larger 
the variety, the better)  
¥ Boiling water (an adult must boil the 
water) 
¥ Brush  
¥ Bleach (optional) 
 
Instructions:  
¥ Heat a saucepan of water. When it 
is close to boiling, add the leaves.  
¥ Simmer the leaves until the leafy 
part starts to come away from the 
veins of the leaves (approximately 
one hour).  
¥ Carefully remove leaves from the 
water with a strainer; lay flat to cool.  
¥ Using the brush, gently brush away 
leafy parts from veins of the leaves.  
¥ Optional: place leaf skeletons into 
water with one teaspoon of bleach. 
Let sit for an hour.  
¥ Remove leaf skeletons from bleach 
and water mixture, then rinse them 
gently under cold water. Let dry.
