
Blimpduino instructions 

1) Cut the female machine pin header into two 2-pin headers and solder them and the seven-pin 

female regular header in the circled holes below. 

 

2) Cut one 6-pin and three 3-pin regular male headers as shown and solder them in the circled 

holes . 

 



3) Hold the motor driver chip against a flat surface and carefully bend all the pins on each side in a

sure the notch in the chip is on the side marked with the notch in the white outline.  

 

4) Solder the IR sensors in the marked holes 

 



5) Cut a seven-pin male regular header and solder it on the underside of the ultrasonic sensor.

7) Use a helping hand to solder the wires on to the connectors. Use the soldering iron to shrink the 

tubing at each connector.
