Recent CTR Board decisions
October 24, 2014

Objectives of the program – June 27 
The CTR Board affirmed that the objectives of the program are to reduce transportation-related air pollution, energy consumption, and traffic congestion by promoting energy efficient choices.

State goals – July 25
The CTR Board passed a motion to adopt three statewide performance goals:
1. Increase the use of transportation alternatives for commute trips among citizens to 33 percent by 2015 (Governor’s Results Washington).  Correlate this goal if and when the Governor’s office issues an update after 2015. 
2. Reduce the state’s annual per capita vehicle miles traveled by 18 percent by 2020 (RCW 47.01.440 – state VMT goals). 
3. Reduce the state’s greenhouse-gas emissions to 1990 levels by 2020 (RCW 70.235.020 – state GHG goals).

Targets for state goals – September 26
The CTR Board adopted targets for the program’s three statewide performance goals:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Increase the use of transportation alternatives for commute trips in the CTR program to 40 percent by 2019/20 (a six percentage point increase from baseline)
2. Reduce VMT per employee by 18 percent by 2019/20
3. Reduce daily GHG emissions per employee by 18 percent by 2019/20 (based on CTR VMT target)

Three options for local goals and targets in local CTR plans – September 26
The CTR Board approved the ability of local governments to use one of three approaches for setting local program goals and targets, as long as local plans set targets to make a meaningful contribution to all of the goals (reducing auto-related emissions, fuel consumption, and traffic congestion). The three approaches:
1. State goals and state targets
2. State goals and locally tailored targets
3. Locally defined goals and targets
The CTR Board will develop a set of expectations for local plan update goals and targets at a future meeting.
