FIRST SESSION:

Objective: Get the student to demonstrate an understanding of common traffic signs and hazard symbols.
                    The signs and symbols used will have been covered in a previous class.

Methodology: Get each student to come to the board. The student will move the correct definition to the relevant sign. 
                           Two different types of signs/symbols will be used.

Tools used: Pen tool

Added Value:
1. Better retention of lesson because of real personal involvement.
2. Confidence building – being able to stand up in front of the class to use the board.

SLO 2.2 	Write to support learning to include note and message taking, expressive writing and learning aids such as learning journal or mind   maps.

Objective: To get the student to draw a mind map using Mind Maple.
                     The students will have been introduced to mind maps in a previous session
