New 
models of what Presbyterians are doing will be added as you tell us 
about them. Individual “tools” will be updated, or deleted if not 
found useful. All the “tools” in this kit are available to be printed 
from this Web site, and to be used freely.

The tool kit is the work of staff members serving a number of 
churches in the United States, and particularly of the Christian 
Church (Disciples of Christ) and the United Church of Christ. 
The Handbook on Faithful Living Workshops is the result 
of an ecumenical project involving four local communities in 
the United States, conducted by Jay T. Rock, and funded by 
the Greenville Foundation and the UCC/Disciples of Christ.
