• Initial academic improvements: new 

assessment policy, entire math curriculum 

review, 50% less sharetime, credit system in 

high school, piloted the ACER test

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How Did We Do?

SAT scores – average score: 1090. 

For example: Australian universities 

average score = 1077 (pg. 9)

ITBS scores – average combined score 

from reading and math is 50th percentile; 

smack dab in the middle of the 200 elite, 

world-class international schools (pg. 10)
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ITBS now in 200 world class schools
(up approx. 25% from last year’s 159)
