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Perspective
After 9/11, my father and I worked on our last joint project updating our 1984 book on the net generation and need to start 21st C with the wholeplanet's humanity realising that discrepancies in incomes and expectations of rich and poor nations would become man's biggest risk

Father's life work at The Economist had been inspired by Keynes whose 2 main pieces of advice were:

· the main job of the economist is to design systems to end poverty; 

· the greatest risk to youth is economists who don't see their purpose as exponentially sustaining 99% of peoples future livelihoods

This project took me back to Asia which father had modelled due to its  number of youth livelihoods as being essential to sustainable reserve currencies of the net generation. Ultimately 20 interviews with Dr Muhammad Yunus clarified that the microcredit revolution of Bangladesh was more deeply a microeducation revolution. Networks of village mothers had invested their earned incomes in breaking the cycle of illiteracy that had persisted over many rural generations. The goodwill multiplying soul of this revolution  is also confirmed in Sir Fazle Abed's acceptance speech as the 20th Open Society Laureate at the Central European University in Budapest June 2013.. The story has two heroic parts- how these grassroots networks were manually social networked prior to 1996 and how thanks to funds from George Soros they were digitally interconnected post 1996. Now that Bangladesh's has been testing mobile village partnering labs for nearly 20 years this knowhow can be its number 1 export with China whose end poverty  and go-green races may yet be those that ultimately determine our species sustainability
This brought father's curriculum if Entrepreneurial Revolution, started in The Economist in 1972, full circle. What had stimulated the curriculum was involvement with student experiments in early digital learning networks at the UK's national Development Project for Computer Assisted Learning
Of the 7 most promising rising exponentials that the net generation's Entrepreneurial Revolution curriculum could have been thriving around since 1984, from peace dividend to 10 times more affordable healthcare, from public mass media helping search 30000 replicable microfranchises to the global village security of green energy and clean food and water, only open education remains massively easy for students to network NOW. Mapping where job creating curricula are being freed across nations' schooling systems is a high priority. As is supporting World Bank Jim Kim's declaration that the two defining social movements of the net generation #2030 need to be ending poverty and celebrating twin capitals of youths jobs expos.. Moreover as Kim has shared with 50000 students in the first Change the World MOOC: these social movements need to be analysed round value chain mapping that is ground-up and collaborative.

We are partnering anyone we can find that openly fits this pro-youth capitalism pattern, and so redeveloping the curriculum of Entrepreneurial Revolution annually at Norman Macrae Family Foundation. Since father's death in 2010 we have so far co-hosted 5 remembrance events on youth's entrepreneurial revolution reaching out to leaders of this idea in all hemispheres.
