Chapter 1 The worldwide game of Sharing Diaries of the Most Exciting Time to Be Alive

There has never been a more exciting time to be alive. 
Research started over 40 years ago, in The Economist in 1972, shows that three generations -parent, children, grand children - alive in the first quarter of the 21st Century are making the greatest exponential bets on human sustainability
One of two opposite consequences is likely to result before the end of this 21st Century:

100 times more wealth and health is shared equitably enough between over 10 billion people to end poverty and policies which cause wars around places and with nature
 or 
the planet sustains less than a billion people with less prosperity, less safety, less everything that makes life communally enjoyable than today

(See how the United Nations at the end of 2014 described how it has never faced a period needing as much change as it now seeks to encourage as 15 years of millennium gaols are replaced by sustainability goals)

What are examples of some of the giant leaps, and what could the happiest and freest impacts, of communications be for livelihoods everywhere? You can choose to report any time period, and its locational impact from then on. 
For example- below is a rough hindsight report from the first 5 periods 1946-1981 which shows some of the first keys to how the Far East and China became the most exacting region to develop livelihoods. We will revisit practical possibilities of networking around this sort of map throughout this book. 
But first we ask for your help with a problem parents everywhere need to consider- is it possible to design schools that help children co-create their futures free of the deepest (conventional) mindset traps that history dug? This is the most common question to be revisited at remembrance parties to my father Norman Macrae https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=FbYo9daNiTY
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By the start of the fourth quarter of the 20th century a defining scenario of the era of net generation was coming into view:  half of the most valuable knowhow to link in a livelihood to would be newly searchable every 5 years.  How do teachers and communities cope with that let alone children and university students? Over the last 40 years, quite a few of my family's friends have tried to track where in the world this question has been joyfully explored, and its shocking to me how few places have helped their children engage in this.

FAMILY TREE PLEA- LET CHILDRENS SENSE OF FUTURE BE PERSONAL, CONTEXTUAL
In trying to make sense of the world, a values assumption we make is that societies are healthiest -and potentially on a rising economic exponential - when the vast majority of parents are secure as well as happy that their children will have more livelihood opportunities than they had. 
Our base analysis would be that in the first half of the twentieth century - before the bets on 4000 times more global communications technology started- the USA was the happiest place to be to advance the human lot. Independence is, in part, about organising your own markets' freedoms - to win-win for your peoples livelihoods instead of being ruled over by capital and laws of another peoples most of whom may never have even visited your place. 
Parts of what Americans did in their first 5 quarters of a century of independence are extraordinary fun to reflect on. They freed themselves from markets being run by the English but they retained the English language. They transferred the science that London had become the world epicentre of as the industrial revolution carbonisation of horsepower to their own advantage so that by the start of the twentieth century it would already have been more fitting if Elgar had been commisioned to compose Land of Hope and Glory for America than Great Britian.
Fast forward to the start of the second half of the 20th century:  the fusion of global village cultures that were about to shape all humans future opportunities and risks makes it important to understand where your family tree had come from and was going to as the third quarter of the twentieth century started to accelerate every aspect of human decision making and news reporting.
I grew up as a Scottish Diaspora child in London of the fifties and sixties. At school, I was demotivated by subjects like geography and history which never reached my century or my country.
Quite a lot later, I appreciated with hindsight how anti social geo-history curricula had actually become in the mid 20th century
The standardisation paradigm of government-run teaching and examinations made it impossible for my generation's school teachers to offer modern history or geopolitics. Being traumatised by 2 world wars, nobody agreed what had happened in the first half of the 20th century!  
Neither school nor television covered the great eastern livelihood story of 1945 to 1970 even though its one of the most exciting breakthroughs in human history. While the moon race was covered on television it was more in the format of a sports race between the US as heroic player from the West and the scary superpower rival the USSR.

A current explorers focus of geo-history in the 1960s would have needed to embrace a process designed around curiosity.  By the systems existential logics, such a subject would not be compatible with the examination paradigm of schooling  -where one has to certify each student as being on a scale of 100% correctness

Even though my father had spent his last days as a teenager navigating airplanes in the Eastern hemisphere over modern-day Bangladesh and Myanmar, the kind of history's future that he was to spend his life writing about in The Economist would be heresy for a teacher in London to consider sharing with teenagers of the 1960s (including me)

	Where would the world be spinning without Emperor Hirohito? by Norman Macrae

Few would have forecast in 1901 that a prince, who was told at birth that he was the direct descendant of a Storm God and a Sun Goddess, would prove to be a bravely ordinary man who would affect uniquely for good the second half of the new century. That is the Emperor Hirohito's legacy

At his accession in 1926, Japan's military advance could not have been checked by any sort of monarch. Had Emperor Hirohito tried, he would have been pushed aside. Japan's entry into world war in 1941 was particularly popular with many Japanese and hundreds of millions of Asians who saw it as likely to end Asia's hated subjection to European colonialism, which it actually did. The Emperor's great service to this century came in 1945, when he claimed it was the consensus of the Japanese that they should unconditionally surrender, which it actually wasn't

Without the Emperor's decisiveness, the war would have continued for a time. At least a dozen nuclear bombs would have been dropped on Japan, at a time when most of the scientists who invented them had no inkling of how far fatal radiation sickness from them could spread ; they do not really know even now. Soviet troops as senior partners to Chinese communists would have swarmed into Asia, imposing a clamp on much of East Asia, just as it was imposed on East Europe.

When Emperor Hirohito declared on the radio that the "war situation had developed not necessarily to Japan's advantage" and that he had therefore resolved to "tolerate the intolerable", he was sticking out his neck at dire risk that it would be chopped off. Emperor Hirohito was ordering action on the basis of a minority view of the ruling establishment, a courage without constitutional precedence. At that moment he ran an almost equal risk of being killed either by fanatic defeated Japanese or fanatically victorious white men.

During the early period of occupation, some Americans and most Australians wanted to hang the Emperor. When Churchill at Potsdam advocated allowing Japan to surrendered with honour, Truman said that Japanese honour now had no meaning, drawing from Churchill the sage view that "well, they have something they are willing to die for, and kill for, and which may mean more for them than it need do to us". When MacArthur summoned Hirohito to meet him in Tokyo, the little man touched the immensely tall one by insisting with his first sentence that "any blame upon my people devolve wholly on to me".

Churchill had believed in 1918 that robbing Germany of its imperial system was a mistake, "thus creating the vacuum into which strode Corporal Hitler". However, Churchill was no longer in office when the terms of the Japanese armistice were imposed. It is a mercy- partly due to Emperor Hirohito's bearing at his first meeting with Macarthur - that no such vacuum was created in post-1945 Japan. In renouncing war, The Emperor led his country into embracing world class markets

The fruits of this enterprise are transforming Japan during the long twentieth century reign of Emperor Hirohito even more than Britain was transformed during Queen Victoria's long reign in the previous century. Both monarchs presided over the maturing of a great international economic power, but the maturing of Japan is the more extraordinary. Without that bold decision in 1945, Japan could be a radioactive desert, westerners would then be hated throughout Asia, and most rising oriental suns would be in the eclipse of Stalinism


One more time: I recommend hitting the pause button around 1975. Are world citizen's children ever going to be free to celebrate curricula like cross cultural peace that nationally-partitioned government run schools are going to be incapable of  offering? And if not, what consequences are likely if technology races towards a borderless age of livelihoods but every country's educational system has siloises cultural insularity and ignorance
My maternal grandfather, Sir Kenneth Kemp, was locally responsible over quarter of a century for the Raj's interactions with Mahatma Gandhi. Grandad's last job as Mumbai's Chief Justice was to write up the legalese for India's Independence in 1947. Familial bias notwithstanding, it gives me great pleasure to see that one of the best for the future curricula of cultures and peace is offered by the Gandhi Family who run the world's largest school. Lucknow City Montessori is celebrated in The Guinness Book of Records - over 40000 children, over 1000 teachers. 

Mr and Mrs Jagdish Gandhi started this school over 50 years ago. Its fascinating to discuss with them which curricula they value most that hardly anyone else dares to offer. For example, they have found that what cross-cultural confidence a child takes into adolescence pretty much stays for life. Consequently diversity of cultures is introduced into every curricula at Lucknow, and the young international exchanges the school celebrates are unique to the world. UNESCO has created a peace curriculum award just for Lucknow. The Gandhis have also found that almost all illiterate adults can be helped to read a newspaper within 50 days -but not if you are expecting this to happen out of sitting in a classroom.
The more we search for exceptional schools -and exceptional ways of communally investing in childrens' time-  over the last 40 years, the more the following hypothesis seems to be worth entertaining. If you want your country to be good at creating jobs , all school typologies tabled below need to thrive and learn from each other. 

	Private school funded by richer parents
	Government run schools

	Private school designed around POP- Preferential Option Poor (POP) eg City Montessori Lucknow
	POP school funded with social funds but not administered by government


We will see examples of this throughout our book. In particular, we will try to search for synonyms to POP in every hi-trust faith or communal championship of hope from poorest or oppressed in South America to Bangladesh, from South Africa to India. The ideology of POP is simple enough - a teacher, faith mediator or other profession cannot help end poverty and prevent wasted livelihoods unless he or she is prepared to live in the communities of the poorest. In the twentieth century's developing countries, POP for the poorest meant living in places without such infrastructures as electricity grids, running water, modern communications. Since 1996 partners in mobile connectivity (World first in Bangladesh, Africa first in Kenya ... ) have started transformations by leapfrogging over missing infrastructures that the industrial era and its colonial foundation never reached. For example, if you've never been on carbon powered electricity grids, then girl does solar power turn out to be a win-win-win for village transformation.
